Proposition A builds upon the recently reauthorized Zoo, Arts and Parks (ZAP) tax, passed by 77% of voters in 

November 2014.  ZAP provides sustainable operational funding for parks and recreation. In 2006, voters approved the 

second iteration of ZAP, and Proposition A is a continuation of the use of that funding. For a continued $18.18 per year 

(based on a $295,000 home), residents will receive $90 million of parks and recreation projects.  Should Proposition A 

pass, the South Jordan Equestrian Park is due to become the recipient of $16 million dollars which can be used to make 

significant improvement through out the park.  Steve McIntyre, a member of the Advisory Board attended the most 

recent UHJA Board meeting and urged all attendees and UHJA members to vote for the bill in the upcoming election.
